Süreyya finds out that Didem, killed while trying to escape, was Nazım’s accomplice in 
betraying the family and that Can was collateral damage in their sinister conspiracy. Two 
powerful criminals, Faysal and Çetin, were seeking revenge on Nazım for stealing from 
them. 

Horrified by this revelation, Süreyya divorces Nazım and takes control of the family 
business, recruiting in her fight other women who have similarly experienced injustice. 
This group - including a former convict, Roma mother and sex worker - become vigilantes, 
launching attacks on criminals and their clandestine drug operations.
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The mother’s quest for justice brings her face-to-face with Çetin, whom she initially 
believes is responsible for Can’s death. But, in a shocking twist, she learns that Çetin is 
innocent and even tried to protect her son. As they get to know each other better, they 
form a powerful emotional connection that develops into a passionate love affair.

As the drama intensifies, Süreyya evolves from a grieving mother into a fearless leader 
who seeks revenge and fights off formidable enemies. She overcomes her own emotional 
suffering for the sake of her own son, targeting the corrupt and criminal system that 
destroyed her family in a battle for justice.

The transformation of Süreyya into a heroine emerges not just as a struggle to reclaim 
the honor of her own family but as a larger rebellion against patriarchal structures and 
criminal empires. She embodies motherhood and inspires those around her into a spirit 
of female solidarity, illustrating its power to achieve justice in a corrupt world.
